· Must have a picture of each event (more requirements for the pictures are stated below)

· Events must be in chronological order and show at least the year the event happened

· Must tell me what that event is AND why that event is important. – 2 sentences!!!!

2. Other requirements:

· Timeline must be titled

· The timeline descriptions and significance of the events must be written by you, no plagiarizing, no copying and pasting!  It will be a zero and a detention if you do.
· The timeline must have some color on it. You must make an effort to make it visually appealing. Creativity is also a apart of your grade, so think about what you have learned about this time period and how you can incorporate things in to your timeline!  
· There must be a colored hand drawn or printed PICTURE FOR EVERY EVENT!!!! And if they are hand drawn they must be nice, neat and full of effort.  If they are printed, it can be in black and white.
